
Supply List for Back to School - Grades 5-8 
 
 
The following is a list of supplies that your child will need to be 
prepared for entering school in September. 
  
¨ 1 yellow highlight marker 
¨ #2 pencils and erasers 
¨ pens (black or blue only; no fluorescent or glitter) 
¨ loose-leaf notebook paper (packets only – needed for homework too) 
¨ loose-leaf graph paper 
¨ ruler (customary and metric) 
¨ clear protractor 
¨ math compass 
¨ glue or glue sticks 
¨ fine markers or  colored pencils 
¨ scissors 
¨ labeled plastic box to hold supplies (max. 3” in height) 
¨ 1 marble hard-covered notebook (for Grade 5 and new students only – for use as 

journals) 
¨ 1 assignment book will be purchased from the school in September – cost $4 
¨ 5 single subject spiral notebooks for each subject area in different colors (for 

note-taking in class, not for homework) 
¨ 1 three subject notebook for Math (Grades 5-8) 
¨ 1 three subject notebook for Science (Grades 5-8) 
¨ 6 folders with bottom pockets in different colors to store homework, loose leaf, 

and returned papers 
¨ 1 unlined spiral Sketch Pad for Art class 
¨ 1 labeled smock in a labeled zip-lock plastic bag for Art class 
¨ 1 notebook for Computer class (Grades 6-8 only – can use last year’s notebook) 
¨ computer audio headphones (in a labeled zip-lock bag, write name on headphone 

or label) 
¨ inexpensive scientific calculator (optional for grades 5 & 6, mandatory for grades 

7 & 8) 
¨ 1 TI-83 or TI-83+ graphing calculator for Grade 8 Algebra students 
¨ 6 book covers or book socks for text books 
¨ personal tissue packets (please replenish as needed) 
 
Please note the following: 

• DO NOT bring in decorative or novelty pens and pencils 
• DO NOT bring in loose leaf ring binders or “trappers” of any kind 
• Donations of large tissue boxes would be appreciated
